The After-School-Clubs are based on the premises of the primary schools. They open at 11 o'clock. The children go there after class and get a warm lunch. Afterwards they do their homework and participate in different workshops such as music, theatre, gardening, sports... The volunteer will work from Monday till Friday from 11- 16.00. In the evening she or he will attend German classes.
Tasks: help in the workshops run for the children, help during lunch, looking after the children, help with homework, help running the holiday programs, it really depends on the volunteers interests. 

Reguirements: Basic German would be good, interest in working with children, if possible experiences with children- or youth work. The volunteer should stay for one year which means from  01. September 2012 until 30.August 2013.
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It is important that you like working with children of that age group (6 and 10 years). You would also eat in the project – with the kids. The centre is open during school times. You will be asked to take your vacation during the school breaks at Christmas, Easter, six weeks in Summer and two weeks in October.

The day care center takes care of the children in two groups, each with 20 children aged from 2 till 6 years. The opening times are from 7.00 a.m. till 6.00 p.m. The core time when all children are present, is between 9.30 a.m. und 3.30 p.m. Since the opening times are controlled very generous, the employees work in shift times. The volunteer will work 35-hours/week from Monday till Friday. In the evening she or he will attend German classes.
Tasks: The volunteers can participate in all functional areas. Volunteers can work either in the younger groups of 2-3 year old children as well as with the older, 4-6 year old children. Main tasks will be in the child care. This includes for example individual games and plays, take care of the children and organizing different group activities. The volunteers can implement own projects and get help with this. We organize also excursions and sport activities in the gym (Our preschool children go one time per week in the gym of a nearby elementary school for an extra-movement program with lots of games and fun experience) as well as a 3-day children's camp once per year. In the group with the younger children, smaller nursing tasks (swaddling, dressing, etc.) are part of the work. Housekeeping tasks such as cooking, cleaning, washing and dish washing are also part of everyday work and will be taken care of by all employees and volunteers. The volunteer should stay for one year which means from  01. September 2012 until 30.August 2013.
It is important that you are interested and very motivated to work with children and it would be helpful if you had had experience or knowledge in working with children.

 FORMCHECKBOX 
       not for me
Accommodation: 

Your accommodation is a Catholic monastery, called Don Bosco in the middle of Muelheim which is a district on the right side of the river in Cologne.  Muelheim is not located in the city center, but it offers a wide choice of shopping possibilities. The monastery is a five minute walk from the tram station. 
The volunteers don’t have to be Christian or follow any Christian traditions in the monetary. The Salesianer monks are a Catholic order, you can find them in the internet: www.salesianer.de. The focus of the monks is charity work: In Muelheim they run the biggest Youth Centre of Cologne. The volunteers have got their own room on the guest floor (one for girls, one for boys) together with the other volunteers, a bathroom with laundry facilities and a kitchen. The volunteers have access to almost all parts of the monastery as there are lounges with TV and Video, a living room, a library and a beautiful garden. They get their own keys and are able to leave the house whenever they want to. They are not in the responsibility of the monks, but they must tolerate their way of living and behave with respect. It is allowed for them to have visitors until 10pm. If e.g. family members like to stay overnight, they can ask in advance, to rent a room for 10,- € a night. The volunteers should always keep the noise down. They are not allowed to have visitors overnight. The volunteer has to clean his own room and the rooms that he shares (kitchen).

We will provide your room with some furniture such as bed, wardrobe, table and chair. In addition we provide plates, cups, glasses, cutlery, bedding, sheets, towels,  a pot and a pan. You always have to clean your room yourself. Your accommodation must be clean when you leave. We might ask you to pay a deposit which you get back after your stay. We do not pay phone bills. The volunteers have to pay themselves for a mobile phone. 

Monthly Allowance:

You will receive 105 € pocket money and a food allowance according to the sums specified by the national agency. 

Local Travel: 

We provide a monthly travel card for you. It allows you to use public transport in Cologne. The national agency pays the train tickets to the seminars and back. 

Seminars: 

During your EVS you have to attend two seminars in Germany. The on-arrival training will be during your first three months. The midterm-meeting will take place in the middle of the year. They are run by the national agency. You will have monthly meetings with the Mentor and the other volunteers.
Working hours: 

Volunteers work approx. 35 hours a week, normally from Monday to Friday including language training. According to the project you will be asked to also to work the weekend. You work a maximum of two days a month at the weekend, but you will have another day off instead. 

Language training: 

We provide you with language courses. IN VIA pays the course and the school book. You do not have to go to language school if your German is good enough to support and work in the project. 

Holidays: 

For each month that you work with us, you get two days off. If you work in the After School Club you have fixed holidays according to the closing times due to school holidays. Therefore you have only maybe 2 days for your own choice.
